1.  Purpose.  To provide guidance for conducting Board of Inspection and Survey (INSURV) Trials and Inspections of surface ships.  This instruction provides information to assist responsible authorities in preparing surface ships for presentation to the INSURV Trial or Inspection Board.  Substantive changes were made in revising this instruction and it became impractical to denote changes with revision markings and change summaries.  They have been purposely omitted to preclude confusion. 

2.  Cancellation.  INSURVINST 4730.1A.

3.  Discussion.  Reference (a) requires a Board of Naval Officers to conduct a material inspection of all naval ships at least once every three years, if practicable, and further requires the Board to report to the Secretary of the Navy when, as a result of a material inspection, a ship is found unfit for further service.  Reference (b) states that every ship, regardless of the manner in which acquired, shall undergo an INSURV Trial prior to acceptance. 

INSURVINST 4730.1B

Reference (c) states procedures for conducting trials and inspections shall be specified by the President, Board of

Inspection and Survey.  This instruction provides procedures for surface ship INSURV Trials and Inspections.


4.  Action.  The inspecting INSURV Boards, the ships and authorities responsible for presenting ships for a Trial or Inspection to the Board of Inspection and Survey will be guided by enclosure (1).
