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APPENDIX D-II, DECK
1.  The following data will be available for review upon arrival of the INSURV deck inspector(s):

    a.  Current index and inventory of equipment instruction books and selected plans carried aboard including RAS, fueling, towing arrangements, boat booms and accommodation ladders.

    b.  List of weight handling tests and date last completed (NSTM 573, 580, 522, and NWP 14).

    c.  List of standing and running rigging with a statement of condition and age.

    d.  List of boats allowed/on board with boat serial number, hoisting weight, age and condition, date when slings and hoisting pads were last tested.

    e.  Allowance/inventory by individual location of life jackets, lifeboats, inflatable lifeboats, hydrostatic release devices, life rings, float lights, etc., with age, condition and date of most recent test (NSTM 077, 583).

    f.  Lists of all defective components of lifelines, stanchions, nets, etc.

    g.  Inventory of mooring lines with statement of size, material, age and condition.

    h.  Ship's Loading Characteristics Pamphlet (SLCP) for amphibious ships.

2.  The following will be demonstrated, opened, or rigged for inspection:

    a.  All installed anchors, with the exception of stern anchors, will be dropped in 30 to 35 fathoms of water during Final Contract Trials and Underway Material Inspections, and 60 to 65 fathoms of water during Acceptance Trials.  Both the mechanical and electrical brakes will be tested during the demonstration.  LST stern anchors will be tested by paying out to 700 feet of wire.

    b.  A representative number of ship's boats will be lowered into the water, operated, and recovered.  The ship's lifeboat (outboard boat) will be lowered, operated for one hour at full 

power, and recovered prior to the ship getting underway for sea trials.

    c.  Test inflate installed inflatable liferafts designated by the deck inspector on day 3 using the inflation cartridges at a liferaft packing facility if available.  Verify that total liferaft capacity is 110% of accommodations (for CV's 100% plus 12 liferafts).  Inspect and inventory supplies.

    d.  Test inflate a number of the on board CO2 inflatable life preservers as designated by the deck inspector, drawn at random from throughout the ship.  

    e.  Accommodation ladders, boat booms, leadsman platforms, fueling and replenishment stations, heavy weather lifelines (if applicable), and the towing rigs shall all be rigged for inspection.  The scheduling of these inspections will be provided in advance of the Inspection or Trial.

    f.  Demonstrate operation of cranes, booms, deck winches, capstans, retractable king posts, and cargo hatches.

    g.  Demonstrate operation of bow doors, bow ramp, stern gate, vehicle ramps and turntables as appropriate.

3.  Conduct PMS spotchecks as directed by the deck inspector.  A CSMP evaluation will also be conducted.
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
