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APPENDIX G

MEDICAL AND DENTAL
1.  General.  The medical inspection includes medical and dental operations, water purification and sanitation, and food service  sanitation.  The inspection is designed to:

    a.  Ensure adequate medical/dental equipment and space exists to provide care to the crew and others that may be embarked in the ship.

    b.  Ensure water purification systems (chlorine/bromine) adequacy to supply the level of halogen required by NAVMED 

P-5010-6 and NSTM 533. 

    c.  Ensure sanitation of potable water hoses, hose lockers, and distribution system.

    d.  Ensure sanitation levels of food handling, preparation and storage areas are maintained to protect the health and welfare of the crew and others embarked in the ship as specified in NAVMED P-5010-1 and NAVSUP 421.

2.  Inspection Criteria
    a.  Check the operation and arrangement of all medical/dental, and water purification equipment and spaces to ensure they can be operated to design capability, be adequately maintained, and reliably operated by assigned personnel. 



    b.  Check installation workmanship and accessibility.

    c.  Check for items that may present a clear and immediate danger to personnel or equipment.

    d.  Check adequacy of PMS assigned.

    e.  Check status of on board repair parts.

    f.  Inspect all personnel transfer at sea (flotation rigged Stokes) litters.

3.  Preparation
    a.  Provide the medical inspector(s) upon arrival the following items:


    (1)  Certification of bacteriological testing of potable water tanks and system (AT only).


    (2)  Potable water testing log (FCT, UMI/Survey).


    (3)  Certification of bacteriological testing of ice samples from each ice machine (AT, CT, FCT, UMI/Survey).

        (4)  Current authorized medical allowance (AMAL) (FCT, UMI/Survey).


    (5)  Copy of latest medical/dental administrative inspection report (FCT, UMI/Survey).


    (6)  Copy of latest environmental health survey (FCT, UMI/Survey). 


    (7)  Copies of reports of inspection of food service spaces conducted by the medical department (FCT, UMI/Survey).

    b.  Be prepared to demonstrate all functions and capabilities of installed equipment.

    c.  Be prepared to open for inspection at least one emergency potable water tank, first aid boxes and all portable medical lockers.

    d.  Be prepared to demonstrate the sanitation level of all food handling, preparation and storage spaces, barber shops, laundry and other spaces that may be designated.
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
