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APPENDIX I

OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY AND HEALTH
1.  General.  The INSURV occupational safety and health inspector(s) are responsible for inspecting the ship's compliance with the Navy Occupational Safety and Health (NAVOSH) program.  This includes a complete administrative review of all NAVOSH programs, in addition to a material inspection of the ship for safety discrepancies. 

2.  Preparation.  The ship should have a working knowledge of reference (r).  The ship shall provide the following items to the INSURV NAVOSH inspector(s) upon arrival:

    a.  A copy of the ship's Baseline Industrial Hygiene Survey and the most recent follow-on surveys.

    b.  Copy of the ship's instructions relative to the command's NAVOSH program.

    c.  Copy of the latest annual self-evaluation of the ship's NAVOSH program.



    d.  Copy of the ship's CSMP, option "D" (block 15 "Safety") printout.

    e.  A list from the command Hazard Abatement Plan which identifies occupational safety and health matters requiring special attention and/or assistance for resolution.  The ship should note those items which are suspected of being design related.  Also, the ship should provide any known references relative to contradictory matters as well as those matters which were not within ship's force capability to correct.

3.  Inspection
    a.  The NAVOSH oversight inspection will include, but may not be limited to:


    (1)  Occupational safety and health conditions in all workshops and work spaces or decks, hazardous material storage/dispensing/usage areas, and those occupational safety and health factors in other areas upon consultation and recommendation by other INSURV inspectors.


    (2)  Inspection and demonstration of those occupational safety and health items required by the Board and higher authority.  A primary aspect will be hazardous noise and heat stress inspections of appropriate spaces normally conducted during the full power portion of the at sea phase.


    (3)  Examining the occupational health medical surveillance program within the command.


    (4)  Determining the effectiveness of the ship's NAVOSH program, specified in reference (q).

    b.  The NAVOSH inspection findings will be incorporated in the official inspection report from the Board.

4.  Review and Critique

    a.  During the course of the Inspection or Trial, the INSURV NAVOSH inspector(s) will review deficiencies with ship's personnel responsible for operation/maintenance of equipment and spaces.

    b.  The INSURV NAVOSH inspector(s) will review all deficiency cards and discuss the results of the inspection with a representative of the responsible authority prior to the Board's formal critique.  A copy of all "OH" deficiency cards will be provided to the representative prior to the Board's departure from the ship.
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
